· Practising pupils who work in the Youth Courts, or who intend to do so in the next 12 months, must register with the Bar Standards Board. By registering, they will be declaring themselves competent against the Youth Proceedings competences and guidance.

· If your pupil intends to work in the Youth Courts in the practising period of pupillage, they should register by emailing authorisations@barstandardsboard.org.uk  

· It may be that you and/or your pupil does not know whether they will undertake Youth Court work during their practising period of pupillage, or in the future. If this is the case and they subsequently undertake Youth Court work, they have up to 28 days after accepting instructions to register with the BSB.
